Union Minister Shri Hardeep Singh Puri launched MoHUA’s mega campaign ‘Meri LiFE, Mera Swachh 
Shehar’, in the presence of Secretary, MoHUA, Shri Manoj Joshi on 15 May, 2023 to champion the RRRs of 
waste management - Reduce, Reuse and Recycle.

The aim is to create RRR centres across cities, where citizens can deposit unused or used plastic items, clothes, 
shoes, footwear, books, and toys for refurbishing or recycling. The three-week campaign strengthened citizen’s 
resolve under SBM-U 2.0 - to reduce, reuse and recycle – and championed Mission LiFE’s objective of taking 
collective action for the protection and conservation of the environment by adopting sustainable daily habits.

Hon’ble Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi’s Mission LiFE (Lifestyle for Environment) further encourages 
individual and collective action towards the same. Mission LiFE aims to protect and preserve the environment 
and bring about a pro-planet behavioural change that can be instilled through individual action in day-to-day life.
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The RRR Centres are a one-stop solution for citizens, 
institutions, commercial enterprises etc. to deposit 
unused or used plastic items, clothes, shoes, footwear, 
books, and toys. After collection, these items are being 
given to different stakeholders to be refurbished for 
reuse or would be made into new products, thus truly 
taking forward the vision of circular economy.
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Hon’ble PM Narendra Modi made a bold statement by wearing a jacket crafted from recycled 
material during the G7 Summit in Hiroshima, Japan on 21 May, 2023.
