The Ministry also
launched the Swachh Aadatein which is a 21 days curriculum for children to develop good sanitation habits at

Speaking on the ocassion, Jal Shakti Minister CR Patil highlighted the transformative impact of toilets on the
lives of women, stressing that toilet construction has strengthened women dignity, safety, pride, and honour. He
added that with access to clean and safe toilets, annual deaths caused by diarrhoea have been prevented, saving
the lives of nearly three lakh children every year. The Minister said that 15 crore houses are getting clean water
under Nal se Jal scheme. He also said that government will not tolerate any irregularities in the water supply

system. He said that government is working towards accessibility of good quality water in every household.

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World Toilet Day Highlights India’s Rapid Sanitation
Transformation

As the world observes World Toilet Day today, India’s sanitation efforts under the Swachh
Bharat Mission (SBM) continue to stand out as a major example of large-scale reform. Over
the past decade, the country has seen a significant shift in sanitation access, with sharp
growth in Open Defecation Free (ODF) Plus villages, expanded household toilet coverage,
and stronger waste management systems.

According to the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare, the number of ODF Plus villages has
risen to 5,67,708 — a 467 per cent increase since 2022 — while 4,692 cities have been
certified ODF as of November 2025.




Access to safe sanitation has been central to reducing disease, improving environmental outcomes,
and enhancing safety and dignity, particularly for women and children. World Toilet Day, observed on
November 19, highlights the global sanitation challenge and reinforces commitments toward
Sustainable Development Goal 6 on clean water and sanitation. India’s progress under SBM continues
to be recognised by UN agencies such as UNICEF as one of the world’s largest sanitation
improvement efforts.

Launched in 2014, the Swachh Bharat Mission aimed to eliminate open defecation and strengthen
waste management across rural and urban areas. By October 2019, all villages, districts, and states
were declared Open Defecation Free (ODF), contributing to major health and economic gains. WHO
estimates indicate 300,000 fewer diarrhoeal deaths in 2019 compared to 2014, while households in
ODF villages reported annual savings of nearly 50,000 on health expenses. Women also reported
improved safety and privacy due to wider toilet access.

Since 2020, SBM-Gramin Phase Il has focused on sustaining ODF achievements through enhanced
solid and liquid waste management. Villages now progress through ODF Plus categories — Aspiring,
Rising, and Model — based on waste systems and visual cleanliness. More than 95 per cent of villages
have attained ODF Plus status, with numbers increasing from one lakh in 2022 to 5.67 lakh in 2025.

Urban sanitation has recorded similar gains. As of November 2025, 4,692 cities are ODF, 4,314 have
achieved ODF+, and 1,973 have reached ODF++ status. The mission has exceeded construction
targets for individual household toilets (108.62 per cent) and community and public toilets (125.46 per
cent), ensuring facilities match rapid urban growth.

Complementary schemes such as AMRUT and the Jal Jeevan Mission have further strengthened
sanitation outcomes. AMRUT has supported urban water supply, sewerage, and septage
management, grounding 890 sewerage projects worth 234,447 crore and creating or augmenting
4,622 MLD of sewage treatment capacity. The Jal Jeevan Mission, launched in 2019, has worked to
provide safe drinking water to rural households while helping sustain ODF status nationwide.

India’s sanitation journey has evolved from eliminating open defecation to building long-term
systems for hygiene and waste management. As the country marks World Toilet Day, initiatives like
the Swachh Bharat Mission, AMRUT, and Jal Jeevan Mission continue to advance public health,
environmental protection, and dignity, positioning India as a global leader in sanitation reform.

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Coming Soon 29,000 Modern ‘Aspirational Toilets’ In 3,920 Municipal Areas

The government is constructing 29,000 "aspirational toilets" across India to enhance public sanitation at tourist spots and high-footfall
areas. These modern, tech-enabled facilities will feature improved accessibility and smart amenities. The initiative aims to meet growing
sanitation needs and improve dignity, particularly for women.

NEW DELHI: To give people access to modern, tech-enabled public restrooms at tourist destinations, religious sites and
places with heavy footfall, the govt on Wednesday announced the construction of 29,000 “aspirational toilets” across
3,920 municipal areas in 36 states and UTs.

Madhya Pradesh will have the highest number of such toilets (5,131) followed by Maharashtra (4,385) and Tamil Nadu
(3,762).

“Aspirational toilets” are typically modern, tech-enabled restrooms featuring improved accessibility, automatic flushing,
voice assistance, separate facilities for men and women, and power backup. These also include smart features, user-
friendly designs, and gender-neutral and child-friendly amenities.

Around 900 such toilets across 100 complexes, including one each in Indore and Lucknow, were inaugurated from an
event here on World Toilet Day, organised by Sulabh International.

Individual household latrine construction stood at 108.62 per cent of mission
targets, with 63,74,355 toilets built.

« ‘Toilet Paas Hai’ — to help citizens easily locate accessible public toilets.

« ‘Main Saaf Hi Achha Hoon’ — an advocacy drive promoting responsible toilet use and hygiene habits
among communities.

The ministry also released new advisories, design guidelines, and behaviour change training modules to
empower Urban Local Bodies under Swachh Bharat Mission-Urban 2.0.
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Rise of “Aspirational Toilets”

To enhance user experience and ensure safe sanitation, SBM-U 2.0 is promoting Aspirational Toilets
across high-footfall areas such as tourist spots and religious sites. These modern facilities feature:

« Smart and user-friendly designs

« Inclusive and accessible infrastructure

« Gender-neutral and child-friendly amenities
« Environmentally sustainable technology

So far, 29,000 Aspirational Toilet seats have been approved nationwide.

Global cooperation for cleaner and greener sanitation

Addressing the summit, Shri Manohar Lal emphasised the need for wastewater treatment, circular
economy models, and early sanitation education, stating:
“Cleanliness is not judged by a tidy room, but by the condition of one’s toilet.”

Union Minister Shri C.R. Patil highlighted the empowerment of women through access to toilets, noting that
rural sanitation has saved the lives of nearly 3 lakh children annually by preventing diarrhoeal deaths.

A roadmap toward a sustainable sanitation future

The next two days of the summit will focus on technology innovations, inclusive design, financing
models, capacity building, and improving the dignity and safety of SafaiMitras.

World Toilet Day 2025 reiterates India's leadership in showing that sanitation is not just an infrastructure
issue—it is central to health, dignity, climate resilience, and societal progress.

To further strengthen sanitation facilities, the
Central Government has approved 29,276 improved toilets for
3,920 urban local bodies (ULBs) across the country. Several
improved toilets were inaugurated by local representatives in
various states across the country, while foundation stones were
laid for new toilets in several locations. These toilets were
approved by the Union Ministry of Housing and Urban
Development under the Swachh Bharat Mission — Urban 2.0.
According to the Ministry, 8 seats have been sanctioned to 1
ULB in Andaman and Nicobar Islands, 780 seats to 123 ULBs
in Andhra Pradesh, 20 seats to 48 ULBs in Arunachal Pradesh,
204 seats to 96 ULBs in Assam, 224 seats to 13 ULBs in Bihar,
1002 seats to 156 ULBs in Chhattisgarh and 142 seats to 13
ULBs 1n Goa. 2627 seats have been sanctioned to 201 ULBs in
Gujarat, 56 seats to 51 ULBs in Himachal Pradesh, 375 seats to
80 ULBs in Jammu and Kashmir, 765 seats to 49 ULBs in
Jharkhand, 1223 seats to 313 ULBs in Karnataka, 1138 seats to
93 ULBs in Kerala and 5131 seats to 220 ULBs in Madhya

vital to adopt climate-resilient and sus-
tainable sanitation solutions. The UN’s
SDG-6 recognises clean water and
sanitation as a fundamental human
right.

With the launch of Swachh Bharat
Mission—-Urban (SBM-U) 2.0, India
entered a new phase of urban sanita-
tion - the journey from ODF to
ODF++ and most importantly safe san-
itation. As city populations grew, the
demand for public toilets rose sharply.
It became vital to strengthen design
and sustainable management of both
solid and liquid waste. Following the
achievements of ODF and ODF+, the
focus was on ensuring all cities
achieve ODF++ status, which man-
dates safe sanitation and comprehen-
sive faccal sludge management.

As per 2024 Joint Monitoring
Programme (JMP) report by WHO and
UNICEF, nearly 55 million urban resi-
dents in India have gained access to
safely managed, improved sanitation
facilities in just the past two years —a
population roughly equivalent to that
of France or Italy. These enhanced san-
itation services have also played a sig-
nificant role in reducing infant and
under-five mortality rates.
Recognizing India’s diverse and chal-
lenging geographical conditions, sani-
tation and toilet facilities have been
developed to meet regional needs. In
this context, the Ministry of Housing
and Urban Affairs has advanced the
Swachh Bharat Mission in close coor-

dination with missions such as
AMRUT and Namami Gange. This
includes the implementation of several
initiatives, such as establishing sewage
treatment facilities along coastal and
river areas.

To elevate urban sanitation, several
startups have been engaged to intro-
duce innovative solutions across cities.
To encourage such efforts, the
‘Swachhata Startup Challenge” was
launched with a focus on technology
and architectural design, along with a
dedicated “Toilet Design Challenge.’
Strengthening institutional capacity is
also a key priority, and in 2024, under
SBM-U 2.0, significant MoUs were
signed. MoHUA signed an MoU part-
nering with HUL to develop PPP mod-
els for community toilets. The
Ministry also partnered with Sulabh
International to support the construc-
tion and efficient maintenance of toi-
lets in high-footfall areas.

SBM-U 2.0 is now encouraging all
Urban Local Bodies (ULBs) to expand
public toilet (PT) infrastructure at
tourist destinations, high-footfall
areas, and religious sites to meet grow-
ing sanitation needs. It has also been
recommended that these facilities be
classified as “Aspirational Toilets.”
The Mission aims to significantly
enhance the user experience of public
toilet services, supported by innova-
tive models and solutions designed to
ensure their long-term sustainability.
