The visiting Minister also highlighted the need to introduce a security deposit system under the
prepaid electricity metering programme to improve revenue collection.

He encouraged the department to place greater emphasis on solar energy generation.

Minister Manohar Lal Khattar further informed the meeting that discussions would be pursued
in Delhi with the state’s Power and Electricity Minister F. Rodingliana regarding proposals to
establish hydroelectric power projects on the Tlawng, Tuivai and Chhimtuipui rivers.

Following his interaction with Ministers and officials of the Urban Development and Poverty
Alleviation (UD&PA) and Power and Electricity Departments, the Union Manohar told the media
that the Swachh Bharat Mission (SBM) has completed 10 years and that Mizoram has
progressed beyond Open Defecation Free (ODF) status to achieve ODF+ status.

He stated that discussions were held on further strengthening solid waste management
systems. The Union Minister assured continued support from the Central government to enable
sustained progress in urban cleanliness, waste segregation, sanitation and hygiene.

The meeting also reviewed the status of the power sector in Mizoram. It was reported that
Smart Meter installation has reached 18.01 per cent of the targeted coverage in the state.
Under the Revamped Distribution Sector Scheme (RDSS), efforts are ongoing to strengthen
the state's power distribution grid. Out of the target of 292,081 smart meters, a total of 52,886
smart meters have already been installed.

The meeting was informed that the Power and Electricity Department has initiated the process
of converting electricity consumers to the prepaid metering system, beginning with
departmental offices. A Standard Operating Procedure (SOP) for the programme has already
been finalised.

It was also announced that all early adopters of the prepaid metering system will be eligible for
a two per cent rebate.




The review meeting was attended by Mizoram’s Minister for Urban Development and Poverty
Alleviation, K. Sapdanga, and Minister for Power and Electricity, F. Rodingliana, along with
officials from both departments.

Meanwhile, the Union Minister separately held meetings with Mizoram Governor General V.K.

According to state BJP media convener Johny Lalthanpuia, Beichhua urged Khattar to expedite the release of pending
funds for the state's Power Department.

In response, Khattar said the Centre had approved %6 crore for Mizoram and assured that the amount would be
released within a week after the state government deposits its mandatory contribution of 260 lakh.

Addressing concerns relating to contractual employees under DAY-NULM, the minister said NULM 2.0 is likely to be
launched within the next one to two months and assured that he would personally examine the issues raised by the
employees.




The BJP leaders also highlighted concerns regarding housing assistance schemes, alleging delays in the release of
second instalments to beneficiaries who had already received the first instalment.

They further claimed that several eligible applicants were yet to receive housing assistance and alleged difficulties faced
by BJP workers in accessing housing grants from the state government.

Taking note of the concerns, Khattar directed the state BJP leadership to submit a detailed written representation to his
office for further examination and necessary action.

Kolkata: The geo-tagged mobile application for cleanliness in municipal areas, Swacch App, was launched by Union
minister for power, housing and urban affairs, Manohar Lal Khattar, and chief minister Suvendu Adhikari on Saturday.

The CM said that, as a beginning, the app is being launched for 10 municipalities across Bengal.. These are Asansol
municipal corporation, Durgapur municipal corporation, Baidyabati, Basirhat, Contai, Nalhati, Krishnanagar,

Madhyamgram Tufangunge and Pujali civic bodies. “We will introduce this initiative in 120 urban local bodies across
Bengal" the CM said.

Khattar, said urban development has several verticals, Swachh Bharat Mission being one of those. “There are over 5000

cities in India. We have taken an oath to dispose and clean all legacy waste dumpsites across the country within a year,”
the minister said.

State municipal affairs minister Agnimitra Paul said that the govt is committed to work alongside citizens to create a
cleaner and greener Bengal. She said the app was being envisioned as an effective bridge between citizens and civic
authorities, ensuring faster grievance redressal, more accountability and improved delivery of services. “The launch of

‘Swachha App’ is a step towards a greener and cleaner Bengal and shows that the Centre and state govt will work in
tandem in this endeavour,” Paul said.

A presentation demonstrated as to how ‘Swaccha App’ would work. “Citizens will be able to click a snap of accumulated

waste and put it on the app. The location will be immediately sent to municipal teams for reaching the area that need
clean upin about 2 hours,” officials said.

The state govt is also launching a pilot project in Asansol-Durgapur, focusing on scientific waste management and
proper garbage disposal, besides sanitation, hygiene awareness and cleaner surroundings.

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Bengal to get new power tariff order by July, says
Union minister Khattar

Kolkata: Union Power minister Manohar Lal Khattar on Saturday said a new electricity tariff order
for West Bengal is expected to be issued by the Electricity Regulatory Commission by the end of
July.

Addressing the press after a review meeting of the state’s Power and Urban Development
departments, Khattar said the tariff proposal, which was due to be submitted by March 31, had not
been filed by the previous Trinamool Congress government.

“The new tariff proposal will be submitted to the Electricity Regulatory Commission within the
next month, and the revised tariff order is expected to be passed within a month thereafter,” he
said.

Khattar, who also holds the Housing and Urban Affairs portfolio, said certain discrepancies in
tariff calculations were being addressed and would be resolved before the new order is issued.

He said government support had helped offset losses of around Rs 15,000 crore incurred by the
state’s power utilities.

As part of long-term planning, he said the state Power Department would, over the next two
months, assess West Bengal’s electricity demand for 2029 and determine the required mix of solar,
thermal and hydro power generation, along with battery and pumped-storage capacities. Khattar
also announced the rollout of smart electricity meters across West Bengal from July.

Around 2 crore smart meters will be installed in phases, beginning with government offices,
government employees and government housing colonies, he said. In the second phase, consumers
with connected loads above 10 kilowatts will be brought under the prepaid metering system.

Consumers, however, will continue to have the option of postpaid meters by maintaining a security
deposit equivalent to three months’

electricity charges at prevailing rates, he added.

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To speed up garbage clearance, Bengal launches
‘Swachh App’

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Kolkata: In a major step towards strengthening the Swachh Bharat Mission in West Bengal, the

state government on Saturday launched the ‘Swachh App’, a geo-tagging-based digital platform
aimed at ensuring prompt location and removal of garbage in municipal areas.

The programme was inaugurated in Kolkata in the presence of Union minister for Housing and
Urban Affairs and Power, Manohar Lal Khattar, Chief Minister Suvendu Adhikari and state
Municipal Affairs minister Agnimitra Paul. The App will initially be rolled out in 10 civic bodies
and later expanded across all urban local bodies (ULBs) in the state.




Adbhikari said that the 10 civic bodies that will be covered in the first phase of the initiative include
Asansol Municipal Corporation, Durgapur Municipal Corporation, Basirhat Municipality, Pujali
Municipality, Tufanganj Municipality, Contai Municipality, Baidyabati Municipality, Krishnanagar
Municipality, Nalhati Municipality and Madhyamgram Municipality.

“The citizens participation is very much needed in this initiative. People should upload photos of
garbage dumped indiscriminately, and through geo-tagging, the concerned municipality will be
alerted so that they can take immediate action.

After cleaning, the picture of that place should be uploaded in the App, which will reach the
complainant and then only the case will be treated as disposed of, “ said Khattar.

Earlier in the day, Adhikari held a nearly 90-minute meeting with the minister to discuss urban
development projects across West Bengal.

Describing Bengal as the country’s cultural capital, the Chief Minister stressed the need for
accelerated urban development. He urged the Centre to provide support through the Urban
Challenge Fund for infrastructure and development projects in smaller municipalities across the
state.

Adhikari said that a proposal to introduce city Metro services in urban centres with populations
between 25 lakh and 35 lakh was placed before the Union minister.

“I have asked the Urban Development and Municipal Affairs Department to prepare and submit
preliminary proposals to the Centre. Officials have also been asked to begin planning, mapping
and preparation of Detailed Project Reports (DPRs),” said Adhikari.

He also highlighted concerns over rising electricity bills and the need to improve power access,
particularly in rural and economically weaker regions.

He noted that a significant portion of the state’s population lives below the poverty line and called
for wider implementation of the PM Surya Ghar Bijli Yojana for farmers, labourers and residents
of tribal areas. He added that a state delegation will visit Delhi to coordinate the project’s
implementation.

Adhikari said that agencies, including Damodar Valley Corporation and the state’s Irrigation
Department, would work together to support the initiative.

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Centre eyes 2.7L rooftop solar systems in Bengal in 2 yrs

Kolkata: The Centre has set a target of installing rooftop

solar systems for 2.7 lakh domestic consumers under

the PM Surya Ghar: Muft Bijli Yojana over the next two
years. Additionally, the Centre has also directed the
state govt to install two crore smart meters in Bengal
over the next 3-4 years.

“We have asked the state govt to install two crore

smart meters, starting July this year in govt offices,
housing complexes, big consumers and other

consumers,” Union power minister Manohar Lal said on Saturday after holding a meeting with CM Suvendu
Adhikari in Kolkata.

West Bengal State Electricity Distribution Co Ltd (WBSEDCL) has already installed around 7 lakh smart meters in

govt offices, big industrial and commercial consumers and domestic consumers. The Centre will give a grant of
Rs 900 per smart meter, Lal added.

“I would request our urban development minister to send proposals to Delhi and initiate

the preparation of detailed project reports and planning for such projects,” he said.




The chief minister also said the previous Mamata Banerjee government had wrongly

blamed the Damodar Valley Corporation (DVC) for annual flooding in south Bengal.

“DVC and the state government will work together during the coming monsoon,” he said.

Adhikari said state ministers and officials, along with him, would visit New Delhi to hold
discussions with the Union Power Ministry on exploring opportunities for expanding the

power sector in the state.

NEW DELHI: Loans worth over 17,800 crore have been disbursed to street
vendors across the country under the PM SVANidhi scheme so far, Union
housing and urban affairs minister Manohar Lal said on Sunday.

Addressing PM SVANidhi beneficiaries from Arunachal Pradesh, Assam,
Manipur, Mizoram and Tripura, the minister said that since its launch in 2020,
over 7.55 million street vendors have benefited from the scheme, including
3.88 million women vendors.

At an eventin Tripura, Lal said more than 259,000 loans have been
distributed in northeastern states, through which financial assistance
amounting to over I430 crore has been extended to street vendors.

“Lakhs of people have connected with the banking system for the first time
through PM SVANidhi and have become part of the formal economy, thereby
paving the way for financial inclusion and self-reliance,” he said.




According to government data, over the past six years more than 5.5 million
beneficiaries have been onboarded digitally under the scheme, carrying out
over 8.41 billion digital transactions worth nearly Z8.96 trillion. They have
also received nearly X800 crore in digital cashback incentives and interest
subsidies.

Union Minister for Power, Housing and Urban Affairs Manohar Lal Khattar today, May 31 said that the Centre will spend over Rs 427 crore on urban
development and informed that Tripura is prepared to generate 300 megawatts of power by next year.

The Union Minister today reviewed the Power and Urban Affairs departments of Tripura along with Chief Minister Dr. Manik Saha and Power Minister Ratan
Lal Nath at the State Guest House.

Later, he said that detailed discussions were held regarding the waste management project at the dumping station located in DC Nagar, on the outskirts of
Agartala city, and that Rs 100 crore has been provided by the Central Government for the project, which is nearing completion.

"Door-to-door waste collection was also discussed. Regarding toilets, household toilets, community toilets, aspirational toilets and market toilets were
discussed. A survey deadline of June 20 has been set, and funds will be provided accordingly to complete the pending toilet construction works in the
coming years. In other municipal bodies except Agartala, there are no Sewage Treatment Plants (STPs), and 11 new STPs are under construction. These will
be completed by December this year,” he said.

The Minister also informed that four major cities, including Agartala, Dharmanagar, Melaghar and Udaipur, have been identified, and he urged authorities
to maintain higher standards of cleanliness as tourists are visiting these places.

He added that Rs 27 crore in additional funds has been allocated for improving cleanliness in these four cities.

“Tripura has submitted projects worth Rs 1,200 crore under the Urban Challenge Projects Fund. Of this, Rs 300 crore will come from the Centre, Rs 300 crore
from the State, and Rs 600 crore through financial institutions. The projects will be income-generating so that the Rs 600 crore can be repaid. These projects
will be sanctioned within one to two months,” he said.




Speaking about the Power Department, the Union Minister said that under the PM Surya Ghar Muft Bijli Yojana, around 2 lakh rooftop solar connections will
be provided by March 2027. Vendors will also be sent from Delhi along with vendors from Tripura.

"The department is suffering losses. I have directed officials to identify all illegal connections and take action against them. We have also calculated what
the power demand will be over the next three years. This year’s highest peak demand was 270 megawatts on May 21, after which the weather became
stable due to rainfall. We are now prepared to generate 300 megawatts by next year,” he added.

AGARTALA: The Prime Minister Street Vendor’s AtmaNirbhar Nidhi (PM SVANidhi), the flagship micro-
credit scheme of the Ministry of Housing and Urban Affairs (MoHUA), has completed six years of
providing financial support, digital inclusion and social security to street vendors across the country.

Later came a meeting led by Union minister Manohar Lal, overseeing housing and urban matters, alongside
Tripura’s leader Manik Saha. Present were small traders helped through the PM SVANidhi initiative,
arriving from Arunachal Pradesh, Assam, Manipur, Mizoram, and local areas.

What followed was the handing over of financial tools - credit access and approved lending documents - to
city sellers based in Tripura. The moment unfolded without ceremony, yet carried weight for those involved.

Introduced in June 2020, during the tenure of Prime Minister Narendra Modi, PM SVANidhi offers small
interest-bearing credit without requiring security deposits to city-based hawkers. Despite its modest
beginnings, the programme now plays a central role in bringing low-income metropolitan workers into
regulated monetary systems. While not universally adopted, it continues shaping access to banking services
for informal traders across urban India.

At the event, Manohar Lal spoke about the initiative being introduced as a response to the effort street
vendors put into city economies. Not merely focused on smoother loan availability, the PM SVANidhi aims
- through steady support - to uphold respect, self-assurance, and monetary stability among those it serves.

So far, the program has reached above 75.5 lakh street vendors, based on government figures. Across India,
lending without security stands at over 1.12 crore approved cases, while funds released have gone beyond
Rs 17,800 crore.

Among street vendors in the North-East, financing exceeding Rs 430 crore has reached over 2.59 lakh
individuals through loan programs. Disbursements in Tripura account for close to Rs 15 crore, covering
more than 9,300 approved cases so far.

PM SVANidhi Completes Six Years; More Than 7.55 Million
Street Vendors Benefited

NEW DELHI, May 31 (H.S.): Union Minister for Housing and Urban Affairs Manohar Lal
on Sunday said that more than 7.55 million street vendors across the country have
benefited from the Pradhan Mantri Street Vendor's AtmaNirbhar Nidhi (PM SVANidhi)
Scheme over the past six years. He stated that the initiative has played a significant
role in strengthening livelihoods by integrating millions of street vendors into the

formal banking system.




Addressing an event in Agartala to mark the sixth anniversary of the scheme,
Manohar Lal, in the presence of Tripura Chief Minister Manik Saha, interacted with
beneficiaries from Arunachal Pradesh, Assam, Manipur, Mizoram, and Tripura. During
the programme, loan sanction letters and credit cards were distributed to street
vendors from Tripura.

The Union Minister said that Prime Minister Narendra Modi launched the PM
SVANidhi Scheme in 2020 with the objective of economically empowering urban poor
and strengthening their means of livelihood. He emphasized that the scheme is not
merely intended to provide collateral-free loans but also to instill dignity, self-
confidence, and financial security among street vendors.

He noted that more than 11.2 million collateral-free loans have been sanctioned
under the scheme so far, while financial assistance exceeding 317,800 crore has been
disbursed to beneficiaries nationwide.

Highlighting the scheme’s impact in the Northeast, he said that more than 259,000

loans have been distributed in the region, providing financial assistance worth over
%430 crore.

Referring specifically to Tripura, Manohar Lal stated that more than 9,300 loans have
been sanctioned in the state to date, with nearly 315 crore disbursed to beneficiaries.

According to the Ministry of Housing and Urban Affairs, the scheme has had a far-
reaching impact across various socio-economic segments. A total of 3.481 million
women street vendors have been empowered under the programme, while 5.184
million loans have been extended to women beneficiaries.

The Ministry further stated that more than 5.5 million street vendors have been
integrated into the digital financial ecosystem, enabling greater financial inclusion and
access to formal economic opportunities.

Officials reported that beneficiaries have recorded an average annual income growth
of approximately 20 percent since joining the scheme. In addition, more than 30
percent of beneficiaries have progressed to securing loans from other financial
sources after successfully availing assistance under PM SVANidhi.




Notably, since its launch in June 2020, the PM SVANidhi Scheme has sanctioned more
than 10.5 million loans nationwide. Furthermore, under the complementary
“SVANidhi Se Samriddhi” initiative, the socio-economic profiling of over five million
street-vendor families has been completed.

The Ministry also revealed that more than 15.2 million benefits have been approved
for eligible families under various Central Government welfare schemes, further
expanding the programme’s developmental impact and social security coverage.

The PM SVANidhi Scheme is widely regarded as one of the Government's flagship
initiatives for promoting financial inclusion, entrepreneurship, and economic
resilience among urban street vendors, particularly those affected by the economic
disruptions caused by the COVID-19 pandemic.

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Over 75.5 lakh street vendors avail 112 lakh loans under PM SVANidhi

New Delhi: More than 75.5 lakh street vendors have availed over 112 lakh loans under the PM SVANidhi scheme so
far, according to an official fact-sheet.

Loans amounting to more than Rs 17,800 crore have been disbursed to street vendors across the country.
Beneficiaries have also received nearly Rs 800 crore through interest subsidies and digital cashback incentives.

Nearly 46 per cent of beneficiaries are women and around 70 per cent belong to marginalised communities. The
scheme strengthened micro-enterprises, local supply chains and integration of vendors with Urban Local Bodies,
the fact-sheet informed.




PM SVANidhi was launched during the COVID-19 pandemic to provide affordable working capital loans to street
vendors whose businesses had been severely affected.

As the first dedicated micro-credit scheme for street vendors, who constituted a significant part of the informal
workforce and often had limited access to formal credit, it aimed to support the growth of their businesses while
promoting financial inclusion.

Building on the strong achievements and measurable impact, the government has approved restructuring and
extension of PM SVANidhi. The lending period has been extended until March 2030.

Lﬂ\ny person engaged in the vending of articles, goods, wares, food items, or merchandise of daily use or offering
services to the public in a street, footpath, pavement, etc., from a temporary built-up structure or by moving from
place to place. The goods supplied by them include vegetables, fruits, ready-to-eat street food, etc., and the
services include barber shops, cobblers, laundry services, etc.

Street vendors receive collateral-free working capital loans of Rs 15,000, Rs 25,000 and Rs 50,000 through
progressive loan tranches.

The scheme also provides interest subsidy, credit guarantee support and UPI-linked RuPay Credit Cards up to Rs
30,000 for eligible vendors.

PM SVANidhi encourages timely and early repayment by providing an interest subsidy of 7 per cent per annum. In
addition, vendors who repay their loans on time become eligible for higher loan tranches in subsequent cycles.

The scheme encourages digital transactions through cashback incentives up to Rs 1,600 and financial literacy
support. More than 55 lakh vendors completed over 841 crore digital transactions worth nearly Rs 8.96 lakh crore.

The scheme provides training in financial literacy, digital literacy and food safety practices through collaboration
with FSSAI. Around 6 lakh street food vendors have been trained on food safety and hygiene standards.

The meeting was attended by Tripura Chief Minister
Manik Saha, the state's power minister and senior
officials from the Government of India, state
government agencies and central public sector
enterprises in the power sector. Discussions centred on
priority areas where Tripura's power department and
public sector utilities can develop a structured action
plan to improve operational performance.

Particular attention was given to the Revamped
Distribution Sector Scheme (RDSS) and the operational
and financial indicators of distribution companies. The
minister emphasised reducing Aggregate Technical and
Commercial (AT&C) losses and strengthening the
financial position of the state’s distribution utility.
Measures to improve revenue collection were also
discussed, including converting electricity meters used
by government consumers and institutions to prepaid




Smart Metering and Infrastructure Expansion

Officials reviewed the state’s progress in implementing smart metering and were encouraged to accelerate
deployment. Tripura has committed to converting all government consumer meters to prepaid systems by August
2026, while completing the remaining smart metering work by July 2027.

The review also assessed the adequacy of electricity resources and the status of inter-state transmission plans.
Ensuring that transmission capacity expands in line with rising electricity demand was highlighted as a key
requirement. The state confirmed its commitment to accelerate the development and adoption of inter-state
transmission infrastructure in line with its resource adequacy planning.

Expanding Access to Clean Energy

Progress under national renewable energy initiatives, including PM-KUSUM and the PM Surya Ghar Muft Bijli Yojana,
was also reviewed. These schemes aim to expand access to clean and affordable electricity, particularly in remote
and underserved areas. Similar national initiatives, such as India's efforts to expand decentralised generation
through the small hydropower development scheme, reflect a broader strategy to diversify the country’s energy mix.

Tripura has committed to installing rooftop solar systems for 200,000 consumers by March 2027. The initiative is
expected to reduce electricity costs for participating households while contributing to the state's clean energy
capacity.

Strengthening Long-Term Energy Capacity

The minister noted that sustained efforts to improve the financial viability of the state’s distribution company would
play an important role in making Tripura's power sector more self-reliant. These reforms form part of a wider
national push to modernise energy systems and expand capacity, alongside initiatives such as public—private
partnerships to support nuclear power development.

During the meeting, the Union government reaffirmed its commitment to supporting Tripura's development through
continued cooperation and policy support. The chief minister stated that the state government would take the
necessary steps to accelerate approved projects and strengthen the overall performance of the electricity sector.

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95 pc power distribution strengthening work
completed in Tripura: Power Minister

Power Minister Ratan Lal Nath today said that 95% of the work of
Distribution Strengthening of power, with financial assistance from the

Asian Development Bank, has been completed.




He also said that the work of smart meter installation will be completed by
October this year. Along with this, the work under PM-JANMAN has been
completed, and the work under DA-JGUA is 90% completed, which will be
finished by June.

The Minister informed this during a review meeting chaired by Union Minister
for Power, Housing and Urban Development Manohar Lal Khattar in the

presence of Chief Minister Dr Manik Saha at the state guest house.

He said that the current maximum power demand of Tripura is 542 MW.
The state's availability is 365 MW, and the remaining 177 MW is purchased
from the power market. The availability of power is mainly affected by the

shortage of gas supply.

“The financial assistance of the Central Government has been very effective in
the state. This is because the AT&C loss, which was 40% in 2018, has now come
down to 18.23%. As per the instructions of the Central Government, work is
underway to install smart meters in the state. All 11 KV feeders and distribution
transformers have been installed with smart meters. So far, a total of 3,55,158
consumers have been connected to smart meters, and the remaining 2,16,144

consumers will be connected by October this year,” said the Power Minister.

He informed that prepaid meters have been installed in 5,894 government
offices. There are 5,347 stand-alone prepaid meters. Tripura is the only state
in India where prepaid meters have been installed first. A total of 1,59,013

stand-alone prepaid meters have been installed in Tripura.




“95% of the work on loss reduction under RDSS has been completed. The
remaining work will be completed by July. The work under PM-JANMAN has
been completed. The work under DA-JGUA is 90% completed, and the final
work will be completed by June. With financial assistance from the Asian
Development Bank, the Distribution Strengthening work is underway in the state.
This work is 95% complete, and the final work will be completed by June. With
financial assistance from the Asian Development Bank, the state has converted
the 63 MW open-cycle gas turbine in Rukhia into a 120 MW combined-cycle gas
turbine at a cost of Rs 1,320 crore. This work will be completed by March 2029,

said the Power Minister.

He also informed that under the Pradhan Mantri Suryaghar Muft Bijli Yojana,
12.11 MW of rooftop solar has been installed in the state, and the target is 150
MW.

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Centre Boosts Tripura’s Urban with over Rs 400
cr porject: Union Minister

Agartala, 315T May 2026: Union Minister for Power, Housing and Urban Affairs Manohar
Lal Khattar today announced major investments for Tripura’s urban development and
power infrastructure, stating that the state is on track to achieve a power generation
capacity of 300 MW by next year.

Khattar made the announcement after reviewing the performance and future plans of
the Power and Urban Development departments in a meeting attended by Chief Minister
Dr. Manik Saha, Power Minister Ratan Lal Nath and senior officials.

During the review, the Minister assessed progress on the waste management project at
the DC Nagar dumping ground near Agartala. He said the Centre has provided Rs 100

crore for the project, which is now nearing completion.

Sanitation initiatives also came under discussion, including the construction of
household, community and public toilets. A statewide survey is expected to be
completed by June 20 to identify pending requirements, following which financial
assistance will be released for the remaining works.




Khattar said that while Agartala already has sewage treatment facilities, 11 new Sewage
Treatment Plants are being developed in other urban areas of the state. These projects
are expected to be completed by the end of this year.

To strengthen cleanliness and tourism infrastructure, the government has identified
Agartala, Dharmanagar, Melaghar and Udaipur as priority urban centres. An additional Rs
27 crore has been sanctioned to improve sanitation and civic services in these cities.

The Minister also revealed that Tripura has proposed projects worth Rs 1,200 crore
under the Urban Challenge Projects Fund. The proposed financing structure includes Rs
300 crore each from the Centre and the State Government, while the remaining Rs 600
crore will be sourced through financial institutions. The projects are expected to receive
approval within the next two months.

Reviewing the state’s power sector, Khattar highlighted the implementation of the PM
Surya Ghar Muft Bijli Yojana, under which nearly two lakh rooftop solar connections are
targeted by March 2027. He said vendors from Delhi would work alongside local agencies
to accelerate the programme.

Expressing concern over revenue losses, the Minister directed officials to identify illegal
power cannections and take corrective measures. He added that the government has

assessed future electricity requirements and prepared plans to meet growing demand.

According to Khattar, Tripura recorded a peak power demand of 270 MW on May 21. With
infrastructure expansion underway, the state is preparing to raise its generation capacity
to 300 MW by next year.

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Agartala, May 31: Union Minister for Power and Housing & Urban Affairs Manohar Lal on Sunday reviewed the
progress of power sector reforms and urban development initiatives in Tripura, stressing the need for improved
financial performance of power utilities, faster smart meter deployment and greater adoption of renewable
energy solutions.

The review meeting, held in Agartala, was attended by Tripura Chief Minister Manik Saha, the State Power

A key focus of the discussion was the conversion of government electricity consumers to prepaid smart
metering. The state government informed the Minister that all government establishments would be shifted to
prepaid meters by August 2026. Authorities also committed to completing the remaining smart meter
installations across the state by July 2027.

Reviewing future energy requirements, Manohar Lal emphasized the need for timely expansion of intra-state
transmission infrastructure to meet growing electricity demand. He advised the state to align transmission
capacity enhancement plans with projected demand growth and resource adequacy requirements.

The Minister also evaluated the implementation of renewable energy initiatives, including the PM-KUSUM
scheme and the PM Surya Ghar Muft Bijli Yojana. He encouraged the state to maximise the benefits of these
programmes to increase access to clean energy, particularly in remote and underserved regions.

Tripura officials announced plans to install rooftop solar systems for nearly two lakh consumers by March 2027.
The initiative is expected to promote sustainable energy use while helping households reduce their electricity
EXpenses.

Manohar Lal noted that consistent efforts in power sector reforms would significantly improve the financial
sustainability of the state's distribution companies and help make the sector more self-reliant.

Reaffirming the Centre’s commitment to Tripura's development, the Union Minister assured continued
assistance and cooperation for the state’s infrastructure and power sector initiatives.

Chief Minister Manik Saha assured the Union Minister that the state government would take all necessary steps
to ensure timely execution of sanctioned projects and further strengthen the overall performance of the power
sector.

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Khattar stresses power loss reduction, sets 2L
rooftop solar system target in Tripura

Agartala, May 31 (PTI) Union Minister Manohar Lal Khattar on Sunday chaired a meeting here to
review works of the power and urban affairs sectors in Tripura, and alerted the officials concerned

about a 26 per cent power distribution loss of the state-run utility.

He said a target has been set to install 2 lakh rooftop solar systems by 2027 to meet future power

needs in the northeastern state.

The minister emphasised that the state-run electricity distribution company must act against

power theft, illegal connections and install smart meters to reduce AT&C losses.

Aggregate Technical & Commercial (AT&C) loss is the key metric used in the power sector to

measure the total energy and revenue lost by distribution companies (DISCOMSs).

"Chaired the State Review Meeting of Power and Housing & Urban Affairs in Agartala along with
Hon'ble CM @DrManikSaha2 Ji, with detailed deliberations on key issues concerning the Swachh

Bharat Mission and the state's power sector,’ the central minister said.

Khattar said extensive discussions focused on the implementation of the Revamped Distribution

Sector Scheme (RDSS), smart metering and transmission planning.




"Special emphasis was laid on strengthening power infrastructure, improving DISCOM efficiency,
reducing AT&C losses, and accelerating the adoption of rooftop solar to ensure reliable and

sustainable energy access across the state,’ the minister said on X.

Khattar, who visited three states to review the programmes of his two ministries- Power and

Housing and Urban Affairs - held a separate meeting with Tripura Chief Minister Manik Saha here.

"I have visited three states- Mizoram, West Bengal and Tripura and reviewed some state-specific
issues related to my two ministries. In Tripura, a target has been set to install 200,000 rooftop solar

systems by 2027 to meet future needs," he told reporters.

The central minister said the vendors from Delhi and other states will join the solar rooftop

programme to meet the target.

"Tripura's AT&C loss in the power sector stands at 26 per cent, which is high. A total of Rs 800 crore
has already accumulated due to high AT&C losses, and Rs 300 crore was recorded in the last year

alone," he said.

The state government was urged to prepare a power adequacy plan for the next three years to

meet future demand.

The union minister also appealed to the state government to prepare two projects for road

improvement, costing Rs 1,200 crore.

"The project cost will be borne by the Centre and the state on a 50:50 ratio, while a fund of Rs 600
crore will be borrowed from financial institutions," he said, adding that the Centre has already

released funds for setting up a dumping station in West Tripura district.

Earlier, the union minister attended a programme to mark the sixth year of PM SVANidhi, a

programme aimed at boosting roadside vendors economically.

"Under PM SVANIdhi, the Centre has released loans to 2.59 roadside vendors during the past six
years, while over 9,300 street vendors were benefited in Tripura. The programme will continue till
2030," he added. PTI PSBDC

More than 1.12 crore collateral-free loans worth over 317,800 crore have
been disbursed under the PM SVANidhi scheme since its launch in June

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Target set to spend Rs. 1,200 cr urban challenge fund
in Tripura in 2 years: Manohar Lal

Union Minister for Power and Housing & Urban Affairs Manohar Lal
Khattar on Sunday announced a series of financial allocations and
development initiatives for Tripura, including Rs. 100 crore for a waste
processing facility in Agartala and Rs. 27 crore for cleanliness and sanitation

projects in four major towns of the state.

The announcements were made by the Union Minister at a press conference
following a review meeting attended by Chief Minister Dr. Manik Saha and
Power Minister Ratan Lal Nath at the state guest house in Agartala.

The Union Minister said the Centre has approved Rs. 100 crore for setting
up a modern waste processing plant at Debendranagar in West Tripura as
part of efforts to strengthen urban sanitation infrastructure in the
Northeast. An additional Rs. 27 crore has been sanctioned to maintain high
standards of cleanliness and sanitation in Agartala, Dharmanagar, Melaghar

and Udaipur, which attract a significant number of tourists.

Khattar said the Centre is also planning a comprehensive toilet survey across
Tripura to assess sanitation coverage and identify gaps in urban areas. Further
financial assistance for sanitation projects will be considered after completion of

the survey.

Highlighting the Centre’s urban development agenda, he said the Urban
Challenge Fund envisages investments of Rs. 4 lakh crore across the country,
with a target of spending around Rs. 1,200 crore in Tripura over the next

two years through joint funding by the Centre and the state government.




The Union Minister also outlined the Centre’s roadmap for strengthening the
state's power infrastructure and promoting clean energy. Under the PM Surya
Ghar Muft Bijli Yojana, Tripura has been assigned a target of providing rooftop
solar power connections to two lakh households by March 2027, he said.

Praising Tripura’s performance in the power sector, Khattar stressed the
need to further improve grid efficiency, curb power theft and accelerate the

installation of smart meters.

He noted that smart metering could help reduce nearly 26 per cent power losses
in the state. He also directed authorities to take stringent action against illegal

power connections.

Referring to the national energy strategy, the Union Minister said the
Government of India has set a target of generating 300 GW of electricity next
year and aims to produce 100 GW of nuclear power by 2047 as part of efforts to

diversify energy sources and ensure long-term energy security.

He added that work on expanding inter-state transmission lines is progressing
steadily to meet the country's growing power requirements by 2029-30 and
commended the Tripura government for its initiatives in urban development and

power services.

He emphasised the need for reducing Aggregate Technical and Commercial
(AT&C) losses and improving the financial performance of the DISCOMSs. He
highlighted the need for improving the revenue collections with particular focus
on prepaid conversion of meters installed with Government consumers /

establishments.

He reviewed the progress of smart metering in the State and advised expeditious
implementation. The State committed to conversion of Government consumers to
prepaid metering by August, 2026 and completion of pending smart meter works
July 2027.




Union Minister of Power assured of continued support and cooperation of the

Government of India in the overall development of the State.

At the beginning of the review meeting, Chief Minister Dr. Manik Saha said that

electricity plays a crucial role in building a developed nation.

He noted that since assuming office in 2014 under the leadership of Prime
Minister Narendra Modi, the Central Government has been consistently working
to strengthen and streamline the country's power generation and distribution

systems.

Dr. Saha said that India is becoming increasingly smart in various sectors,
and therefore it is essential to modernize and digitize traditional systems to

keep pace with development.

The Chief Minister assured that the State would take all necessary measures for
expeditious implementation of the works sanctioned for the state and for

improving the overall performance of the power sector.

He also highlighted that the present state government is adopting a positive and
proactive approach towards the development of urban areas, including the
Agartala Municipal Corporation and other towns across the state.
