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Meghalaya
faces shortage
of facilities for
solid waste

management

SHILLONG, Sept 19:
Meghalaya still has a long way
to go as far as solid waste
management is concerned.
According to data available,
there is a processing gap of
about 100 tonnes per day
(TPDs) of solid waste.

The State generates ap-
proximately 315 TPDs of
solid waste in the urban are-
as. “There are currently 215
‘TPD processing facilities, out
of which 91 have been devel-
oped under Swachh Bharat
Mission 2.0,” K Kharumnu-
id, Joint Director, Urban Af-
fairs Department, said.

One of the largest dump-
ing grounds, Marten, locat-
ed on the outskirts of the
State capital, was built in 1938
and spans over an area of 18
acres of land. This site proc-
esses 171 TPDs of solid
waste, common bio-waste,
and other waste from waste
to compost under the Shil-
long agglomerate.

The rest of the waste ends
upin a landfill. Local residents
have been complaining about
the health hazard from this
landfill for years. The State
Government is looking for an
alternative site.

The Government is also
building a waste-to-fuel plant
at Tura and a similar initiative
is on at Jowai, the headquar-
ters of West Jaintia Hills dis-
trict. The disposal of waste in
Jaintia Hills has also been a
cause of major concern.
